11. Explain the Korean elementary educational system. 

Students attend elementary school for 6 years from 7 to 13 years old (I believe). Elementary education is intended to teach basic skills and abilities as well as  forming desirable behaviour. The curriculum is generally divided into 10 subjects including reading, writing, and mathematics. Students also take part in various kinds of extra curricular activities at school. One teacher is responsible for a whole class and teaches all of the subjects so an elementary school teacher should be knowledgeable about all subjects. But depending on the school, they may have more teachers who are specialized in English, Music, Art or Physical education. 
21. Why the student-centered education is needed? 

Each student has unique needs, abilities and objectives, so student-centered education is necessary. If Instruction is individualized, and student-centered, students can progress at their own rates and concentrate on just those areas in which they lack competence. It also activates student's creativity and self motivation. (good luck running student centered classes with 40 students in you class ;) )
26. You have both advanced and basic learners in your class. How would your involve both groups through your classroom activities? 

I would offer a lot of group activities so that they could work together and learn from each other.  I think it would be helpful for both advanced and basic learners if they are cooperative in learning. However if there is a huge gap between the advanced and basic students, I would select of small groups based on individual differences and abilities and give them different tasks. (Be careful that the weaker students don’t use the more advanced students to do all their work for them. Think about setting open ended exercises which allow less able students to use stock answers whilst allowing those with more ability room to express themselves, for example “What did you do last weekend?” could be answered with “I played soccer” or “I played soccer with my friends at the park on a glourious sunny day and scored 3 goals, one of which was an unstoppable shot from at least 50 yards out.” )
29. Tell me about a difficult situation you have encountered and how you resolved it in 
   teaching. 

During my first teacher training experience, two of my students started to fight in class. One student became aggressive, and the other student was crying loudly. I asked them to go back to their seats and calm down and to come to me at the end of the class. When they came to me after the class, I talked with them about the situation and what was wrong. They already knew what was wrong and regretted their behavior. They apologized to me and to each other. So I didn't give them any punishment. (How lucky!!!!! My job would be so much easier if I could do this) Later the whole class, created certain classroom rules and a set of consequences if the rules are not followed. After that the whole class policed themselves according to the rules. 
35. What should the Ministry do to improve the quality of the public school and the teachers? 
The Ministry should improve learning environment. To do that, a number of students in one class should be reduced further, and new materials and technologies should be provided in each classroom. In this well equipped learning environment, students will learn more effectively. 
The Ministry should provide various continuing education programs for teachers. This could keep teachers updated on teaching techniques and materials. And also the Ministry should give teachers incentives to get higher education like getting master's degrees or PhDs. 

33. Tell me three reasons of public education crisis. 

1. I think Korean public education crisis is caused by excessive knowledge-based education. This forces students to attend private institutions and cram schools to get good scores at school. 
2. The educational system is changing rapidly, so teachers can not keep up with the new system.
3. Compared to the past, Teachers have less authority over their students. A lot of students don't respect their teachers, these problems are worsened when teachers cannot rely on support from children’s parents.
